The given question suggests finding an appropriate phrasal verb for the sentence so as to make it contextually meaningful.
The meaning of the phrasal verb 'Carried on' is inappropriate here.

The most suitable answer is "Carried out' which means '‘complete and/or accomplish
something.'

Q:9 The correct answer is Option 2 i.e. Broke down
The given question suggests finding an appropriate phrasal verb for the sentence so as to make it contextually meaningful.
The meaning of the phrasal verb 'broke apart' is not in sync here.

The most suitable answer is "Broke down' which means 'become
mentally ill.'

Q:10 The correct answer is Option 4 i.e. Runs out

The given question suggests finding an appropriate phrasal verb for the sentence so as to make it contextually meaningful.
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The meaning of the phrasal verb ‘runs over' is inappropriate here.

The most suitable answer is "Runs out' which means 'Expire, come to an end.
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
